From sept meeting minutes:

(a) Weldon Barker asks that anyone submitting checks make sure that
the checks are legible, print is bold, and that they contam all the
required

Information (see below)

Checks are now being scanned and they are receiving checks which are
not legible once scanned. Weldon is spending quite a bit of time
rewriting or making the information bold so that the scan will be
legible.



The following items must be legible once they have been scanned:
Federal tax i.d. number

Entry number, bill number, or case number (whichever is applicable)
Numerical dollar amounts as well as written-out dollar amounts

(2) CES selection coming this week. Port notice will be sent.

(3) Robert Fencel has been chosen as our new Port Director. He comes
from headquarters and was Director Field Liason, Field Operations.
There is not a definite date for his arrival they expect sometime towards
the end of November. CBP will advise when date is known.

4. FARM BILL/first sale: CBP does not have any additional
information available. They have received some 1" sale entry
amendments with the “F” indicator and have transmitted same.
All first sale entries are sent to commodity specialist for review

5. FARM BILL/LACEY ACT:

CBP and USDA are working together to negotiate the requirements
under the Lacey Act in order to reduce the impact of compliance. The
act impacts 80 out of 98 tariff chapters requiring import declaration
stating species & genre of which there are 1500.

Such items as pots with wood handles, chainsaw with printed paper
instruction sheet are included in this act

Should be in effect by December 15, 2008 and certificates will be

required. This will affect rif and paperless releases due tothe
~ “paper” certificate requirement. USDA has the lead on the
negotiations and policy/procedure enforcement.

6. A broker had asked that CBP hold ACH/QUOTA/VISA entry
packets instead of returning to broker for submission along with ACH
payment.

a) due to storage issues CBP is unable to hold these 10" day
summaries until the ACH payment is made

b) it is a national policy that they are returned to the broker for
submission with 10" day ACH payment.



7. CBP asked if anyone was having trouble with AES and getting info
from your shippers, ete. Carriers are being proactive in getting the
information.

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APN Meeting — The NEI spoke about the upcoming CES (Certified Export Specialist)
Program. Registration will be extended from October 1%, 2008 until October 15™, 2008.
Guest speaker at the meeting was Lisa Sidletsky, CAE (Certified Association Executive)
who gave useful tips on obtaining volunteers with in organization. Useful web site was
passed along www.asaecenter.org

Also mentioned was the recent success of several associations who hosted an AES
Seminar. Huge amounts revenue generated from these seminars. Discussion of the
National position papers to be handed out on the hill in particular support of the FMC
Petition to make rate filing by NVO’s voluntary and not mandatory. Noted that port
notices from various ports are the NCBFAA web site. Go to the APN page to review.
Suggested that local customs committee chair person, email the NCBFAA Customs
Committee Chairman, Ken Bargtiel, and advise of pending customs meetings so that any
national issues pertaining to the local meetings can be addressed. Will give his details to
Frances.

Board Meeting — was mentioned that revenue is down. Hope to increase with the CES
start up. An attachment is included that listed board and committee chairs with contact
information. Te Customs Committee reported that Ace standard date set on CBP web
site. Lays out what is required by each OGA. % OGA’s that can put holds on the cargo.
OGA’s are using DUNS# for identifiers. The Forwarding Committee spoke on the white
paper to be presented on the hill regarding the elimination of mandatory tariff rate filing.
Also mentioned that the NCBFAA issue a white paper to the FMC and Steamship lines
regarding Hurricane fall out It seems some take advantage of times after a disaster. Such

.problems.incurred-from-lke were-charging: storage for-containers-when-companies ¢an-not
even operate including the terminals. The Air Freight Committee spoke on the new
CCSP program. 50% screening by February 2009 with 100% by October, 2010.

Effective October 1%, 2008, all cargo traveling via a passenger aircraft will be CCSP.
Mention of an October 10th 2008 webinar on SSI issues (IAC only call). Please send in
any questions prior to the seminar.

Export Compliance - It was discussed that Exporting is a privilege and not a right and

the privilege can be taken away at any time. Sherman Manzullo Smith Bill was discussed
and the importance to our industry.  Also discnssed was AES areas of concern such as
advanced filing requirements and routed export transactions. New guidelines for
penalties will be posted to the Census web site — www.census.gov/trade
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TSA Screening ~ CCSP — Certified Cargo Screening Program, 100% screening on air

- freight by October 2010. Costs for security and screening is increasing. A NCBFAA
representative testified on the hill at a sub committee hearing. In a sense those who
participate will in the program will process shipments quicker than those who do not
participate. But CCSP participants will still be subject to random screening elements
performed by the TSA. Also mentioned that the CCSP needs funding and that Congress
needs to allocate money to make the program successful. For more information, please

10+2 Update — The panel consisted of Rich DiNucci of CBP, Peggy Rutledge of
GreenLine Systems, Tim Perry of APL Inc, and Cindy Allen, NCBFFA Automation
Chair. Benefits of the system include greater commodity identification, enhanced origin
data (ISF Data), improved targeting capabilities and stow plan data. CBP will require a
security filing for all ocean bound containerized or breakbulk cargo accessing the USA.
An email was given for questions: security filing_technical@cbp.dhs.gov or
Margaret.a.rutledge@cbp.dhs.gov - she is with the CBP Targeting & Analysis Programs
Office in the office if Information Technology. The system is currently proving
accept/reject messages. It is also givin the reason for the reject and a monthly report
card.

Filers of ISF Data as well as Importers will be required to have bonds. So going forward,
you should know your supply chain partners. Require the new data be collected now.

Deputy Commissioner Ahern’s luncheon address - Mr. Ahern address that 100%
scanning does not mean 100% security thus the need for more information on shipments
(10+2). We were advised of more control over the borders by the of the year. CBP will
have doubled the staff and added 670 miles of fence. The commissioner emphasized
CBP’s key trade initiatives such as 10+2, ACE and CCSP 100% screening. He spoke of
how important the advance information is to ensure the supply chain in not compromised
by terrorist attacks. He finished his speech by mentioning this year will be the first year
of transition since becoming CBP/DHS and with the change of administration, will have
a new customs commissioner.
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Customs Legislation — Customs Free Authorization Bill...while it was the belief of the
panel that nothing would be done this session, there were 3 points that were made. 1.
How to connect the dots when Customs shifted from the Dept of the Treasury to the Dept
of Homeland Security. 2. There is a lack of resources, not a lack of will. And 3. There
will be technical fixes... elements and programs implemented by CBP to modernize.
Drawbacks were given as an example.

Ace/Broker Accounts - ACE is operational now at all 99 land borders. Approximately
190,000 shipments nationally per week. More than 15,000 ACE Portal Accounts have
been created. Current Schedule will have Vessel and Rail between April-June 2009,
Entry Type 1 & 11 (A2.2) May-July 2009, Air Manifest (m2.1) Feb-April 2010. ACE
release and initial process of entry summaries is currently being developed and tested.
Test Readiness Review scheduled for the end of October.

New ACE ABI Trade Testing Package is being developed. Interested ABI participants
wishing to submit entry types 01 & 11 for this test are asked to provide CBP with the
number of expected entries to be submitted to the ports listed in the federal notice that
was published on 8/26/08. ABI volunteers must have an ACE Portal Account.

Trade Policy in a New Administration — The NCBFAA invited members from both the
McCain and Obama Campaigns. The Obama campaign cancelled only hours before the
session. The McCain campaign was represented by Brian Goebel. He advised that Mr.

level the global playing field and build effective enforcement of global trading rules.

All of their aids politely took our position papers and said they would give them to the
senators or congressman.

We had a little more conversation and interest when it came to the local issues. Senator
DeMint’s aides, Jacqueline Wood and Philip Denby, advised that the senator was very interested in the
expansion of the Naval Base as well as the happenings in Jasper County. lan Hedley is representing
Senator DeMint's office on the lasper County issue. In regards to the Naval base, the senator is putting
his focus on the infrastructure. A statewide study of the railroad is underway for the Orangeburg area.

Neither Senator Graham or his chief of staff were available for our meeting. We met with Clyde
McGrady. He was familiar with trade In general, but not familiar with anything local going on in our
state. We provided hoth the local and national position papers and requested that he give them to the
senator and his chief of staff.

Congréssman Clyburn’s aid, Danny Cromer, did meet with us. He had knowledge of the local
issues, but didn’t have much to say about any of it. He made the statement that there were more
important matters at hand, but took our position papers for review,

Congressman Brown’s aide, Chris Berardini had knowledge of most of the national issues and
ALL of the local issues. He gave us names of some other offices that we should be contacting.
Congressman Brown also met with us and discussed the local issues. They both insisted that the local
